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MINC Action Plans for 2001 – 2002
Multilingual Internet Names Consortium was launched by the stakeholders who have thes willingness to implement non-ASCII domain names last July, and incorporated according to the MINC Board’s decision in British Virgin Islands ththis January and conducting meetings to meet the fastest-changing requests and demands on Multilingual Internet Names at the speed of the Internet. 

It was raised by some Board members that MINC needs to enter its second phase after its trailblazing period from July 2000 – August 2001 after six months’ pro bono MINC Secretariat operation since July 2000 supported by National University of Singapore under Dr. Tan Tin WeeTinwee Tan as Acting CEO and eight months’ MINC Secretariat operation since January 2001, with volunteered Acting CEO, Dr. Tinwee Tan, half-time Deputy CEO, YJ Park (the rest 50% has been volunteered) under four months’ or so administrative staff support, Gitanjali Talwar(April 15, 2001 – June 25, 2001) and Ranie Lee(July 1, 2001 -  ).

With the start of 2001 MINC Board Inauguration, MINC Secretariat presents hereby ten Action Plans for 2001-2002 for MINC Board’s approval. Looking forward to your advice and recommendations, this proposed Action Plans will be updated accordingly after Montevideo Meeting based upon the MINC Board discussion in Montevideo.

Action Plan 3. To secure stable MINC budget through Membership Drive driven by Membership Committee.

Action Plan 4. To finish CEO Search in cooperation with Search Committee (To be formed in Montevideo).

Please, refer to a submitted draft CEO Search paper prepared by KPMG’s John Earls who had been conducting APNIC’s Director General earlier in late 1990s upon the request by some MINC Board members since Stockholm MINC Board meeting.

Meantime, according to Stockholm MINC Board’s decision, YJ Park, former Deputy CEO, will have been serving as Interim Acting CEO of MINC from September 1, 2001 on full-time basis.

Action Plan 5. Interoperability Testing under MINC Technical Committee

Multilingual Internet Names Consortium has been providing diverse opportunities to discuss Interoperability Testing issues not to create name clashes on the Internet as soon as MINC was launched. Since its first Interoperability Testing WG meeting in Singapore, it has been one of key areas MINC explored until recent London coordination meeting.

It was noted and expressed in public by one of Internet gurus, John Klensin, Chair of IAB, during Stockholm Joint MINC-ISOC Workshop that it would be desirable for MINC to be responsible for Multilingual Internet Names “Interoperability” testing process as a main entity since there is no specific entity which is recognized as such.

Following 2nd Marina del Rey’s MINC Board’s decision to conduct Interoperability Testing, Interoperability Testing WG, co-chaired by Mr. Yoneya and Mr. Lawrence, made a report to MINC Board during 3rd Hawaii meeting. 

Despite its decision by the Board under Technical Committee’s support in Hawaii, the requested implementation of Interoperability Testing has been delayed due to IETF IDN WG’s slow standard process until recently. 

On the other hand, prior to London IETF meeting, there was a resolution on Interoperability Testing passed and adopted by majority of MINC Board members.

MINC members will have the right to participate in the interoperability testing and will be responsible for all the cost incurring except 50% of it that will be covered by non-members participating in this project.
 

To carry out this testing project effectively, MINC will collaborate with each language group (for instance, AINC, INFITT, JDNA, etc)
Based upon the passed MINC Board’s resolution on July 26, 2001 and MINC Interoperability Testing for Multilingual Internet Domain Names: “PROCESS DOCUMENT” Draft version 1.1. dated 9 March 2001, MINC Technical Committee is requested to conduct Interoperability Testing.

Action Plan 6. Keyword 

MINC Keyword WG needs to focus its scope and activity including finalizing the draft charter.

Action Plan 7. To develop discussion and to build consensus on Multilingual TLDs under coordination with Legal and Policy Committee.
